Dunwoody Country Club and Orchard Park Cleaners so far. The biggest
problem we face in fund-raising after a successful year is complacency and
the feeling that these are automatically successful. They are not. Success
comes from your engagement, involvement and support.

Our first raffle of 2022 features two bottles of bourbon from distilleries local
to Atlanta.
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The first is ShortBarrel Toasted 101, a small batch Kentucky Bourbon aged
a few long Kentucky summers, re-barreled in new traditional medium
toasted barrels for a minimum of 21 days. The result - is a pleasantly
balanced toasted bourbon with just the right amount of vanilla, candy and
sweet oak flavor. Bottled at 101 proof this bourbon will surely become a
staple on any bar.

The second is from the Distillery of Modern Art, a very new distillery. The
bottle is a corn whiskey that is being distilled at the present time. We can't
say for certain that the bottle will be ready at the time of the drawing, but if
it isn't, a gift certificate will be provided for later pickup.
